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King Si Thamma Sokarkt (Around o century A.D)
The Founder of Nakhon Si Thammarat

King Si Thamma Sokarkt was the first king in the Patamawong or Patamawong dynasty. His
laudable accomplishments were the laying down of law and order. And the development of thecentre
of govermment located on Sai Kaeo Beach (at present part of the Nakhon Si thammarat Municipality).

The name was later changed to “Nakhon Si Thammarat” He based the governmental system on a set



of Buddhist ethics Known as the Thamma Racha Racha System on a set of Buddhist ethics known as
the peninsular syatem. Consequently other cities on the peninsular were united to form a state with

as many as twelve cities, to be known as “Muang Sipsong Naksat”

The King built stupa to house The Buddha’s Tooth Relics. It has since become the sacred city

palladium ut to the present day.
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King Chandrabhanu
A Navy Warrior King

King Chandrabhanu was the <" King of the Patamawong (Pathumwong) dynasty
who was in power for wen years from ew&e’ to ewe’/o. The chronicles Mahavamsa of Sri
Lanka stste that he twice invaded the island during the reign of King Parakramabahu II.
Inscription No.\we in khmer scripis and is sankrit language highly praised King Chandrabhanu
as the king of Righteous Law (Sithammaracha), comparing him to the great king Asoka of

India.
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Chao Phraya Nakhon Si Thammarat (Noi) (e&ee-ocme«)
Warrior, Diplomat, Naval
Architect, and Craftsman

Chao Phraya Nakhon Sit Thammarat (Noi) or “Chao Phraya Nakhon Noi” was the third

ruler of Nakhon Si Thammarat in the Bangkok period. It was generally believed that he



was the son of king Taksin the Great and Khun Prang the daughter of the first ruler of

Nakhon Si Thammarat .

Prince. Damrong Rajanubhab wrote in praised of Chao Phraya Nakhon Si Thammarat
(Noi) “He was the most powerful of all the govemors of Nakhon. He was in charge of all
the territories up to Chaiya. On the west coast his power spread to Thalsng. His most
important military campaign was the attack on saiburi. He was much very much respected
by the Malay rulers who regarded him as second only to the king. He was given the task
of conducting traty negotiatons with the British. He was the owner of a sword made from

nine types of metals, a nielloed chariot, a royal hook sword spear and others.”
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Phra Ratanathatchamuni Si Thammarat
(Muang Ratanathatthera)
Educationalist Monk

Phra Ratanathatchamuni Si- Thammarat (Muang Ratanathatthera) or  “Chao  Khun Ta
Pho” had following laudadle accomplishments: In the field of education he established in
ewwe’ the first school in southern Thailand at Wat Tha Pho (present-day Benjamarachuthit

School) then extended the system to other disteicts in Nakhon Si Thammarat and pattani



Administrative Circles. In addition, he established a nielloware crafts school known today as
Nakhon Si- Thammarat Arts and Crafts College. He also trained promoted local artists,
Particularly  specialists in the traditional methods of song composition and singing. He
introduced competition which resulted in the establishment in the establishment of several

prominent masters in the art.

In the field of Buddhist religion he modified and improved the administrative system
of the Buddhist monks in Nakhon Si Thammarat, and Song khla by appointing head monks
at the muang and sub-regional levels, and heads-of monasteries to administer the Sangha,

thus creating a unity in Sangha administration in the south.

observant of the monastic rules and the Buddhist precepts, as well as a disciplined



So he was much revered by Buddhist lay men and
women in both Nakhon Si Thammarat and the aurrounding areas. His daily acyivitise his
life consisted of giving kindness and serving the local community such as building roads,
stupas, ordination halls, congregation halls and schools. His unihue character was to speak

little but with much substance. For that he was known as the Monk with Infallibie Words
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Ta Khun Lok (ec¢®\w-eoom)

Ta Khun Lok onginally named “Lok” migrated from China with his father to
Ayutthaya in the King Prasat Thong (e@mo-e9o&@) and moved to settle down in Nakhon
Si Thammarat. He applied to be a government labourer working in rice paddy fields.
Perfoming his duty with attentiveness and a high sanse of responsibility. He was rewarded
with a promotion to the position of the Agriculture Department’s Head with the title of

“khun” which had an important role in rice expoting.

Since he was respected by the people in the area, when he passed away the
townspeople built a Ta Kun Lok Shrine at Mamuang Song Ton Village and a statue of ta
Kun Lok at the City shrine. It is believed that worshipping this statue will bring a good

rice harvest.
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Haij Yagob Sumali
Islamic teacher of Nakhon

Haij Yagob Sumali was well-versed in the Islamic religion. He became an Islamic
religious teacher in e«ee« at the central Mosque in Kota Bharu and was elected a
member of the Ulamaa Assembly in Kelantan. He was invited to teach at Masjid Al Haram.
In Mecca. Saudi Arabia. In @«eme’ he retumed to Nakhon Si thammarat and estsablished
with donated funds the first advanced Islamic school in Nakhon Si thammarat at Thung Chin
Village. Pho Sadet Sud-district. Muang Nakhon Si thammarat Distric @e’»o. The school usad
an up-to-date syllabus and standard textbooks. Today it is known as Muslim Santitham

Mulnithi  School.
